That incon-

venient family situation, the unfair boss at work, the 

kids who reject their parents’ wishes, the nagging 

health issue? Maybe things would be more peaceful 

devoid of these seemingly arbitrary difficulties. But 

for us who believe in the one who comes to set the 

earth of fire, we should be much more worried if he 

stops demanding so much from us. In fact, let’s thank 

him for it. He sees how glorious we can become.

DEAR PADRE,                                        

Is “co-redemptrix” a title for the 

Blessed Virgin Mary? The 

Church does not officially re-

gard Mary as a co-redemptrix 
with Christ. Her “‘unique holi-

ness’…‘from the first instant of 

her conception’ comes wholly 

from Christ: she is ‘redeemed, 

in a more exalted fashion, by reason of the merits of 
her Son’” (Catechism of the Catholic Church, 492). Ac-

cording to Cardinal Joseph Ratzinger, the title “co-

redemptrix” would “obscure” the origin that 

“everything comes through Christ,” as written in Ephe-

sians and Colossians. “Mary, too, is everything she is 

through Him,” stated the future Pope Benedict XVI, 
adding that “co-redemptrix” is a departure “from the 

language of Scripture and of the Fathers, and therefore 

gives rise to misunderstandings.” Likewise, in 2019, 

Pope Francis quoted St. Bernard, who said that no 

praise is sufficient to talk about Mary, but, ultimately, 
her title as a humble “disciple” best represents Mary’s 

faithfulness to “her Son, the only Redeemer.” “She nev-

er wanted for herself something that was of her Son,” 

explained the pontiff. “She never introduced herself as 

co-redemptrix. No. Disciple.” Pope Francis reiterated 

the Church’s position on this matter in 2021, saying 
that Jesus entrusted the universal Church and all the 

faithful to Mary, “Not as a goddess. Not as a co-

redemptrix. As a mother.” Incidentally, “Mother of 

God” (Greek: Theotokos, “God-bearer”) is Mary’s oldest 

title, established in 431 by the Council of Ephesus.  
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WHERE I STAND

One day, as I was walking in a local nature pre-
serve, I came across what someone had written in 

the sand: “It’s time to take a stand.” Though the 

person never suggested what we should take a 
stand on, all of us take stands in life. In many 

ways, those stands define our lives: Republican or 

Democrat, pro-life or pro-choice, NRA and guns, 
save the whales, vax or anti-vax, ecology. As we 

all know so well, where we stand on any given 

issue can become divisive among friends and 
even family. The Scriptures this weekend tell of 

the prophet Jeremiah, who took a stand of faith 

against the king who trusted in military arms ra-

ther than in God. The Letter to the Hebrews men-
tions an Old Testament “cloud of witnesses” who 

placed faith in God without knowing where that 

would take them. And, Jesus himself recognizes 
that those who place their faith in him and the 

vision of life he proclaimed would find them-

selves in conflict with others. For every person 
who professes faith in Jesus Christ, the question 

becomes how this faith affects all the other 

stands we take. To “keep our eyes fixed on Jesus” 
influences the lifestyle we choose, how we spend 

our time and our money, who our friends are, 

and even who we 
vote for. At some 

point, faith insists

350-407) decía que: “Esto es el fuego del Espíritu 
Santo: él no tolera que se tenga algún deseo mundano; en 
cuanto, nos conduce a otro tipo de amor… De hecho, cuando 
la fuerza de este fuego ha entrado en el alma del hombre, 
éste expulsa la indiferencia y la pereza”. Dejarnos conducir 
por el Espíritu Santo es el secreto que nos dispone a dar la 
cara por la justicia y la paz. De esas divisiones habla Jesús, 
referente a estar en contra unos de otros en la familia y los 
amigos. Es que vivir el Evangelio y ser testigos de él dando 
testimonio divide.

Question:  Why do we have a feast for the 

Queenship of Mary? 

Answer:  For many of us, the language of 

kings and queens may seem like they belong to 

history or a medieval movie. Royalty have abso-

lute authority over a kingdom and their subjects, 

a concept that is foreign to many of us today. 

While Jesus doesn’t rule a political kingdom, we 

honor and recognize him as the King of Kings, 

Lord of Heaven and Earth. To God alone belongs 

absolute authority over all of existence. 

We may think of queens as the spouse of the 

king, but there is another key relationship: the 

king’s mother. In Biblical history, we see instanc-

es where the mother of the king is given due as a 

queen herself, complete with a throne! Mary’s 

guiding influence over her Son is seen most no-

tably in the Wedding Feast at Cana. Mary is not 

Queen on her own merit. She is “full of grace” 

and “blessed” in “all ages” because of the reign 

of her Son. 
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
