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REFLECTIONS                                                            

It’s common to hear belief in Jesus and the Church 
mocked as blind faith and credulity. But in reality, it 
is deeply human and rational. Think about it: we rely 
on the testimony of others constantly. I trust chemists 
who certify the safety of toothpaste and cleaning 
products. I trust engineers when I use a microwave or 
drive over a bridge. Why? Because they have studied 
and seen what I have not, and their testimony proves 
itself in daily life. That kind of trust is not irrational; 
it is how human knowledge works. 
In today’s Gospel, John the Baptist declares: “Now I 
have seen and testified that he is the Son of 
God” (John 1:34). That is the language of an eyewit-
ness. It invites us into a very human act: trusting 
someone who has directly encountered something — 
or Someone — we have not yet fully seen ourselves. 
The Church’s faith is built on this kind of reliable 
sight-based testimony. The Apostles did not make 
abstract claims. They saw, followed, suffered for, and 
proclaimed Jesus Christ. Over centuries, their witness 
— carried in Scripture, in the lives of the saints, and 
in the sacramental life of the Church — has proven 
dependable. We come to know its truth by assenting 
to it, by living and studying it, praying with it, trust-
ing it. 
Faith in Christ is not a childish leap into the dark. It is 
a step into the light of testimony that proves itself 
over time.

DEAR PADRE,          

I thought only priests and bishops should distribute Holy 

Communion at Mass. In my parish, the priest allows laypeople 

to help him, and I thought laypeople couldn’t because our 

hands are not consecrated. You’re not the only person with 

this concern, so thank you for taking the time to write. The 

distribution of holy Communion has nothing to do with 

“consecrated hands.” Ordinary ministers of Communion in-

clude bishops and priests, as you rightly identify, but also dea-

cons and installed acolytes. Of the four ordinary ministers, 

only the hands of bishops and priests are consecrated. Lay-

people are extraordinary ministers and are installed to help 

the priest so that everyone can receive holy Communion with-

out long lines or wearying the (sometimes elderly) priest. Most 

extraordinary ministers of Communion approach this ministry 

very prayerfully. Your question brings up the subject of the full 

participation of the laity in the Mass, which is part of a highly 

contentious theological discussion on social media. There is 

an unfortunate conflict between so-called “traditional Catho-

lics” and “Vatican II Catholics” or, as they are often misrepre-

sented, “Novus Ordo” Catholics. Some Catholics are led to 

believe that the “new Mass” is not authentic, even though it 

has been the ordinary form of the 

Mass for well over fifty years—that 

is, since the authoritative Second 

Vatican Council. Many good and 

faithful people suffer with doubt and 

anxiety as a result of this confusion.

 BEHOLD THE LAMB OF GOD!

Of the many names Scripture provides to help us ponder 

the mystery of Jesus, one of the most intriguing is the 

name that John the Baptist offers at the opening of to-

day’s gospel: “Behold the Lamb of God!” (John 1:29). 

Scripture scholars debate what John means here. Is he 

alluding to the Passover lamb—that unblemished lamb 

whose blood the enslaved Israelites were to post over 

their doorways? The angel of death knew to “pass over” 

these homes. Perhaps John was saying that by Jesus’ 

blood, the people would be freed from death. Or was 

John thinking about the guilt offerings mentioned in the 

Hebrew Scriptures when priests offered animal sacrifices 

to God as a way of seeking the removal of their sins? Le-

viticus mentions use of a scapegoat who would carry the 

sins of the people away into the desert. (See Leviticus 20–

28.) Could John have understood that Jesus would bear 

the sins of the world? Or did John have in mind the great 

constellation Aries, the ram, considered the prince of the 

stars of the sky, the center from whom all the other con-

stellations were mapped in ancient times? Perhaps John 

was pointing out that Jesus was the center around whom 

heaven and earth revolve, like the ruling lamb mentioned 

in the Book of Revelation. Today at Mass, when the host is 

elevated and you hear 

John’s words again—

“Behold the Lamb of 

God!”—take a moment to 

savor these words anew.

Which understanding of the “Lamb of God”         

resonates with me?

Question: How many times a day can a person receive 

communion? 

Answer: To find an answer  to this question, we need to turn 

to the Church’s Code of Canon Law. Here we read, “One who 

has received the blessed Eucharist may receive it again on the 

same day only within a Eucharistic celebration in which that 

person participates …” (no. 917). This tells us that the standard 

answer would be that we can receive communion twice in a day. 

Having said that, we also want to be sure that we pay attention 

to the entire instruction. The phrase “within a Eucharistic 

celebration in which that person participates” is important. It 

means a) that we always have to think of receiving communion 

as being within a celebration of the Mass and b) we have to be 

participants in that celebration – we can’t simply show up “in 

time” for communion. 

So, when would this rule apply? 

For example, if you attend Mass on a Saturday morning and 

then take part in the Sunday Vigil Mass on Saturday evening, 

you could licitly receive communion at both celebrations. Or, 

another example, if you receive communion at a wedding or 

funeral Mass, you could also receive communion at a daily 

Mass or Sunday Vigil celebrated on the same day. We always 

want to be sure that we observe the rules for fasting from food 

and drink before receiving the eucharist (see Code of Canon 

Law, no. 919). We should also remember that the Code of 

Canon Law instructs that anyone who is in danger of death or 

seriously ill may also receive communion a second time (no. 91, 

§2).
